Day 7 ± Monday, April 19 ± Barcelona-Afternoon Excursion to Figueres
We have the morning to explore on our own. After an independent lunchtime, we 
board the motorcoach and journey north to Figueres, the birthplace of surrealist 
painter Salvador Dali.  We visit the Dali Theatre and Museum which is home to the 
single largest and most diverse collection of works by Salvador Dali.  We return to 
Barcelona for our overnight accommodations. (B) 

Day 8 ± Tuesday, April 20 ± Barcelona-Valencia
Valencia's Roman, Moorish, and Spanish history comes alive when we take an 
orientation drive including the Town Hall, La Lonja, the bull ring, the massive 
gateway towers of Serranos and Quart, and the new Arts and Science Complex 
designed by famous Valencian architect Calatrava. We end our tour in the centre at 
La Seo Cathedral. (B, D) 

Day 9 ± Wednesday, April 21 ± Valencia-Granada
We travel west towards the mountains. Pass troglodyte cave dwellings hollowed out 
of the soft tufa stone near Guadix and Purullena, and cross Mora Pass on our way to 
the splendors of Granada. (B, D) 

 Day 10 ± Thursday, April 22 ± Granada-Gibraltar -Tangier, Morocco
We will enjoy a walking tour of Granada and visit its main attraction, the Alhambra 
Complex. We drive south through the sunny wine region on the Costa de la Luz to 
the Rock of Gibraltar, in British hands since 1704. Hear about its turbulent history, 
see the Moorish Castle, and visit St. Michael's Caves and the colony of Barbary apes.  
We will drive to Algeciras and board our fast ferry to cross the Straits of Gibraltar to 
fascinating Tangier. (B, D) 

Day 11 ± Friday, April 23 ± Tangier
We will take a panoramic drive to Cap Spartel, where we will quench our thirst 
Bedouin-style with a glass of hot mint tea.  Visit Tangier's colorful Grand Socco
market and explore the narrow streets of the Casbah.  The remainder of the 
afternoon is at our leisure.  (B) 

Day 1 ± Tuesday, April 13 ± Travel to Madrid, Spain 

Day 2 ± Wednesday, April 14 ± Arrival in Madrid, Spain
The afternoon is at leisure to rest or explore independently.  Dine Spanish-style at 
one of Madrid's favorite restaurants. After dinner, we will drive through the capital's 
boulevards and by beautiful fountains. (D)
 
Day 3 ± Thursday, April 15 ± Madrid
The capital since 1561, Madrid today is a strikingly modern city, the showcase of a 
country embracing the future. Morning sightseeing with a local guide takes us to 
the Puerta del Sol, Plaza de Espa!a with its monument to Cervantes, the Parliament, 
Cibeles Fountain, elegant Calle Alcala, and Paseo de Castellana. Then the highlight: 
a visit to the palatial Prado Museum with its priceless art treasures. The afternoon 
is at leisure. (B)
 
Day 4 ± Friday, April 16 ± Madrid-Segovia-Burgos-Vitoria
We will travel into beautiful Castile, ªthe province of the castlesº. Cross the rugged 
Sierra de Guadarrama on the way to Segovia, famous for its Alcazar and the 
2,000-year-old Roman aqueduct. In Burgos, see the magni#cent limestone Cathedral 
of Santa Maria, where the legendary El Cid is buried. We arrive in Vitoria with time 
for a stroll through this ancient Basque city's delightful historic center. (B, D) 

Day 5 ± Saturday, April 17 ± Vitoria-Bilbao-San Sebastian-Pamplona
This morning we travel to Bilbao, the great port city of the Basque region, for a 
guided tour of the Guggenheim Museum, an amazing feat of construction created 
by North American architect Frank O. Gehry. We will stop in lovely San Sebastian, 
the ªPearl of the Cantabrian Coast,º before arriving in Pamplona at the foot of the 
Pyrenees. (B, D) 

Day 6 ± Sunday, April 18 ± Pamplona-Saragossa-Barcelona
Our sightseeing features the Columbus Monument, elegant tree-lined Ramblas and 
Plaza de Cataluna, Paseo de Gracia, the Church of the Holy Family, a panoramic view 
of the city and harbor from Montju$c Hill, and a visit to the Cathedral of Santa Eulalia. 
We have the afternoon to explore on our own.   An optional excursion to Montserrat 
can be arranged. (B) 

Day 12 ± Saturday, April 24 ± Tangier-Seville, Spain
We will return across the Straits with cameras ready to take photographs as we 
approach the Bay of Algeciras.  We drive through the sunny sherry wine region of 
Jerez to Seville.  The afternoon is at leisure.  Later, an Andalusian Night, this is our 
chance to admire a %amenco show in Seville and to savor a three-course dinner with 
drinks. While dining, enjoy a show of Spanish folklore. (B, D) 

Day 13 ± Sunday, April 25 - Seville
Our local guide explains the city's role in Roman times, its conquest by the Moors in 
712 AD, and its contribution to the discovery of the New World. We will admire Maria 
Luisa Park. We drive to the Plaza de Espa!a, the Gold Tower on the Guadalquivir 
River, and the university that used to be the tobacco factory of Carmen fame. Visit 
the cathedral with Columbus' tomb, the world's largest gothic edi#ce, and stroll 
through the narrow lanes of the charming Santa Cruz Quarter.  The remainder of the 
day is at our leisure. (B) 

Day 14 ± Monday, April 26 ± Seville-Toledo-Madrid
We travel through the arid landscapes of Don Quixote's La Mancha to Toledo, 
spectacularly situated on a granite hill surrounded by a loop of the Tagus River. A 
local guide takes us to the Moorish bridge, an early synagogue, the 13th-century 
gothic cathedral, and the Church of Santo Tome with one of El Greco's most famous 
paintings. We have time to visit a Damascene steel workshop. We join our traveling 
companions and Tour Director for a special farewell tapas dinner with sangria.  The 
perfect way to celebrate the Magic of Spain& (B, D) 

Day 15 ± Tuesday, April 27 ± Madrid
After breakfast our homebound %ight departs, and we arrive in Raleigh later the 
same day. (B)
